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INTRODUCTION TO CIVIC EDUCATION
Education is a process of imparting skills, knowledge, values and approved life’s standard of behaviour by one generation to the succeeding generation. Education is also referred to as an art of admitting new entrant into a particular society mainstream culture through the instrumentation of socialization, while civic connotes a town or city or state and people that lives therein. A citizen is a person or individual who is a legal member of a particular state or country. Citizenship is the right to be a legal member of a particular country; it is the legal status of individual persons in a state. Therefore, one can simply define Civic/ Citizenship education as a study that deals with a state, its citizens, their responsibilities, duties, and rights. It is the process of enlightening and sensitizing people on their status as citizens, their rights and duties as well as the need of them to work together with other citizens to develop their community. It explains governance, politics, families and other social system. More explicitly, civic education can be defined as a multiple process through which values, knowledge and skills that are necessary for the realization of the citizen’s right, duties and obligations are inculcated into the young members of a given society or state. It is also a form of political education by which people are prepared and equipped to carry out their roles as citizens of the state. Civic education also helps to bring to practical term the purpose of education   through preparing members of the state to be good citizens, it encourages, qualitative participation of the average Nigerian in the running of their government. It also has the potential of producing a labour force with the right kind of values that will enhance growth and development in the nation. Therefore, civic education becomes a tool of social and political re-engineering. Citizenship education is about enabling people to make their own decision and to take responsibility for their own lives and their communities. Citizenship education is to develop students ability to integrate well into the society and to effectively participate in community development activities. It comprises of subject topics like government, leadership, politics, democracy, election, development of values, national consciousness, illiteracy, etc.
Goals of Civic Education
The world in which we live today is now confront with so many social, political and moral challenges, most of which disrupt the existing social order, peace and stability that characterise the ideal human society especially in Africa. The rich moral content of our culture including “Respect for human life” are being eroded away and replaced by their direct opposite vices-war, kidnapping, corruption, selfishness, confusion, individualism, moral decadence, suicide bombing, lack of respect for elders, divorce and authority e.t.c which are becoming a common feature of most societies today.
The cordial relationship of responsibility/co-responsibility between the state and her citizens has also been damaged. Government no longer listen to the people and the people are also failing in their tax. It is in this backdrop that civic education has re-emerged in the Nigerian school curriculum to help restore orderliness, morality, and good governance as well as empower the citizenry to be able to better contribute and participate in the democratic process of the state. These way citizens better contribute to national development as well as acquire the consciousness to recognise and define the rights. Thus, the goals of civic education can be summarised as follows:
1. Citizenship education aims at providing students with civic knowledge, developing civic skills and fostering this dispositions and traits for private and public character in the constitutional democracy of their state.
2. It provides basic and realistic understanding about civic life, politics and government
3. It promotes an understanding of world affairs events and processes.
4. Citizenship education also provides students with the intellectual and participatory skills that are necessary for modern civic life.
5. It also provides those traits of moral character including moral responsibility, self discipline and respect for the worth and dignity of every individual.
6. It should develop as successful learners, confident individuals and responsible citizens who make a positive contribution to society.
7. Civic education develops students’ ability to participate in communities and wider society as informed, critical and responsible citizens.
8. Finally and most importantly, civic education purpose is to produce active citizens, students who are to work together and take practical action, using their citizenship knowledge and understanding to contribute to a better society.

VALUES 
 Values comes from the Latin word ‘valere’ which means to be of worth, to be strong. The dictionary gives the following meaning: relative worth, utility or importance, degree of excellence, something (as a principle or quality) intrinsically valuable. In short values are set of principles or standards of behaviour; they are regarded desired, important and held in high esteem by a particular society in which a person lives; and the failure to hold them will result in blame, criticism or condemnation. Values are set of beliefs that a person holds very important in life. These beliefs form the basic principles that guide peoples’ life style and decision making.  The values that a person holds determine the mindset and it influences his life and it is the vehicle that drives his life goal.
Social Values can be defined as the sentiments virtues and characteristics on which society place so much importance because of their goodness. As the name implies, social values are usually held in high esteem and even cherished more than tangible material things. Society values them far more than silver and gold because of the contribution that values makes to human life and social existence. Thus, society is usually in agreement as to what she terms “Value”.
Although, social values may vary from one society to another, relatively there are universal values which cut across different society and nations. Values therefore perform the function of providing a basic standard for social order in any given society. Examples of values are: 
Types of Values
1. Personal Values: These are values that are cherished and practised by an individual within oneself without any explicit interaction with any other person. Here are some examples of personal values. These are based on the individual perception and ideologies about certain issues of life which is influenced by their family, environment and society. These form their behaviour through their choices and decisions which they take. Thus it can be said that these individual values represent their interpretation of general values. These include: Ambition, Cleanliness, Contentment, Courage, Creativity, Determination, Dignity of Labour, Diligence, Discernment, Excellence, Honesty, Hope, Maturity, Regularity and Punctuality, selflessness, Self-Confidence, Self-Motivation, Simplicity etc
2. Social Values: These refer to those values which are other-oriented and other-centred. Social values are cherished and practised because of our association with others. Social values necessarily bring in interaction of two or more persons. It is related to neighbours, community, society, nation and the world. The world becomes a better place to live in because of social values. Here are some examples of social values; Accountability, Brotherhood, Concern for Environment, Courtesy, Dialogue, Dutifulness, Forgiveness, Freedom, Friendship, Gratitude, Hospitality, Justice, Love, Magnanimity, Patience, Repentance, Responsibility, Service, Sharing, Sportsmanship, Sympathy, Team Spirit, Tolerance.
3. Moral and Spiritual: Moral and spiritual values refer to those values which are related to an individual’s character, nobility and personality conforming to what is right and virtuous. Moral and spiritual values reveal a person’s self-control, self-purification and inner quality. They depict a person’s spiritual convictions and profoundness. Here are some examples of moral and spiritual values: Detachment, Faith, Loyalty, Non-violence, Obedience, Prayer, Purity, Renunciation, Truthfulness Etc
4. Behavioural Values: These refer to all good manners that are needed to make our life successful and joyous. They are those values which we exhibit by our conduct and behaviour in our daily life. Equipping ourselves in good manner will imply that we have to educate ourselves by learning from others and use all the wealth and talents lying dormant within us to acquire good manners. Behavioural values will adorn our life and spread cordiality, friendliness and love throughout the world. In what follows we shall see the types of behavioural values that can be cultivated throughout our life. These values will make us perfect gentle person.  Behavioural Values are visible in all aspect of our life and basically in Good Manners at Home, at School at College; Interaction with other Students, On the play-field, on the Streets; One’s Behaviour and Conduct, Superiors and You; In Writing Letters, Etiquette, Table Manners, Tact and Delicacy, Personal Habits
5. Group Values: These are values which a group of people, clique or gang develop and belief in. every member of the group is expected to conform to the agreed decisions and behave in accordance to the standard of the group.
EXAMPLES OF GOOD VALUES IN OUR SOCIETY

1. HONESTY: 
These can be described as the moral quality or attributes of being truthful in all places, at all times and in everything that one does. It is a value that cut across all human societies, cultures and religions. “Honesty is regarded as the best policy “it is a virtue and one who is honest is considered as trustworthy and reliable. Although, honesty as a value rarely exist in our world of today, honest people are still well appreciated and held in high esteem.
2. SELFLESSNESS: 
This describes the value of not being self centred but that we do. It also demands that we contribute positively to the growth of our society with the spirit of the service which often involve sacrifice on our own part whether as a leader or as a follower. 
To be selfless means that we should sacrifice our resources, money, talent etc just to better the \Nigerian nation. We must also be selfless in the performance of our duties, responsibilities and obligations. These makes us a good and patriotic citizen 
3. PATRIOTISM: 
This means that citizens of a state must be devoted to and ready to defend the interest and integrity (good will) of their nation.
As a Nigerian, we must see ourselves as ambassadors of the Nigerian state and always leave up to expectation whenever we have the opportunity to represent our country especially at the international scene. Patriotism is one of the key values that are necessary for nation building. 
4. JUSTICE: 
This refers to the quality of being morally upright and fair. This value plays an important role in fostering peace in the country. It helps other people to be treating them equally and as they deserve. It also means that judges must not take sides or by partisan in any issue that involves two or more parties. 
Justice also implies the avoidance of favouritism or partially in the settlement of dispute but rather we should be neutral. In a nation like Nigeria, justice has been known to promote peace, stability and faster development. We should be fair whenever we are dealing with different people or group of people.
5. SPIRIT OF CO-OPERATION: 
This is the ability to work together with people at a peaceful and harmonious manner to achieve a common goal or objectives. Cooperation also refers to team-spirit i.e. the ability to get along with other people in a collective action or effort so as to achieve a goal for the group and organization or society at large. Since we are humans with imperfection and limitations. Team spirit demands that we tolerate one another patiently and with endurance.
6. SELF- RELIANCE: 
This is quality of being independent i.e. handling issue, situations or problems by oneself and not constituting an unnecessary burden on people around. When we are self- reliant, we train ourselves in the act of handwork and earn respect for ourself. In a nation like Nigeria where the youths are largely unemployed, self reliance is a value that can contribute to solving the problem namely that they (the youths) become more creative and enterprising so that they can create job opportunity and employ others rather than waiting on government to employ them.
7. HARDWORK:
 This refers to the quality of investing passion interest and energy into every task that we have at hand. It means working hard with our least possible effort. As a student, hardwork requires that we go to class, listen to the teacher, take notes correctly  read the notes to understand, do assignments and prepare for and write examinations. This is a sure way to be successful. However, hardwork is not easy, it is difficult to imbibe but then it pays in the long run.
JUSTICE, SELFLESSNESS AND COMMUNITY SERVICE
Justice is a multi-faceted concept. It permeates every stratum of the society. Justice is a concept that cannot be over-looked in the areas of political, social and economic system. Justice in broad sense it implies fairness. For Plato, justice is “minding one’s own business” and Aristotle seems to disagree with this view holding that justice is the chief basis of the state. This means justice regulates people’s dealing with one another in a society.
For justice which we say is fairness and it is an element that guarantees peace and stability in the society, the people must be given the opportunity to defend themselves when their citizen’s right is violated or alleged to have committed an offence in accordance with section 36 of 1999 constitutional provision for fair hearing for the people.
Selflessness: is giving consideration to others above “self” selflessness is an essential value which fosters growth and development in the society. There are many ways selfless service can be rendered.
i) through the non-governmental organisation
ii) through community service
iii) through community sensitization.
iv) through individual care and concern for each other.
COMMUNITY SERVICE: 
Community means people in a place sharing common feelings about what affects them in their community. In the community many activities are engaged in for the benefit and corporation existence of the people in the community. This is brought about the idea of community service.
Community service refers to the specific effort of an individual or group of individuals make in a society which are geared towards contributing to or improving the quality of life in the society or nation as responsible citizen who live within some social spatial.
We are expected to maintain and sustain our environment to make it serve and support us continually because the environment gives out certain things to make life conducive for us. We must also replenish the environment by repairing or replacing wornout elements in our environment or community, neighbourhood or the society at large, as well as maintain existing facilities and infrastructure. Therefore, we must imbibe the spirit of community development as government cannot do it all alone.
Community service therefore represent our own social responsibility, individual or collective contribution to the development of our immediate environment. As patriotic students, we should not shy or run-away when we are called to clean the school environment. As a resident of an area, a time should be set aside to rid our environment of stagnant water, clearing of bush, repairing of damage electricity, control of traffic e.t.c.
Wealthy individuals can also carry out philanthropic project like proving portable water, repairing of damaged roads and construction of drainage to avoid flooding e.t.c. this gesture of community service will make our world a better place. 
Community development service (CDS) is mandatory for every Youth Corper. This is in a bid to create in every youth the sense of service to the nation through their immediate community. This service could be
i) Construction of Bus-stop
ii) Provision of drugs in hospital
iii) Stocking of libraries
iv) Clearing of drainages E.T.C
EMERGING ISSUES – HIV/AIDS
He acroynym HIV is Human Immuno deficiency Virus and AIDS stands for Acquired immune deficiency syndrome. As a virus, HIV is a pathogen that cause or result in AIDS, which according to scientists is the most significant infectious agent of the century and that it continue to threaten our health, social and developmental problems.
The presence of this virus in human body wrecks considerable havoc to render the body system defenceless through destroying certain white blood cells that are highly essential to the immune system called the body defence. This virus is found in body fluids like blood, urine, semen, vagina fluid, breast milk etc. Genetic research indicated that HIV originated in West-Central Africa during the early twentieth century. AIDS was first recognised by the centres for disease control and prevention (CDC) in 1981 and its cause –HIV infection _ was identified in the early part of the decade. Since its discovery, AIDS has caused nearly 30 million deaths (as of 2009) As of 2010, approximately 34 million people are living with HIV globally. AIDs are considered a pandemic (a disease outbreak which is present over a large area and is actively spreading. HIV/AIDS has had a great impact on society, both as an illness and as a source of discrimination. The disease also has significant economic impacts. 
CAUSES/ MODE OF TRANSMISSION OF HIV/AIDS
HIV is transmitted primarily via
i) unprotected sexual intercourse with effected person 
ii) through contaminated blood transfusions
iii) through hypodermic needles
iv) through the use of infected sharp or piercing objects e.g barbing clipper, razor blades, knife etc
v) from mother to child during pregnancy, delivery or breastfeeding.
There are many misconceptions about HIV/AIDS such as the belief that it can be transmitted by causal non-sexual contact. The disease has also become subject to many controversies involving religion.
NOTE: it is important to stress that some bodily fluids such as saliva and tears do not transmit HIV.
SYMPTOMS AND EFFECTS OF HIV/AIDS
HIV virus even when it is introduced into the body takes some time before it results to the condition called AIDS. There are different manifestations of symptoms of HIV/ AIDS vary from person to person. Below are some of the signs and symptoms of people living with HIV/AIDS
1) Rapid weight loss
2) Dry cough which is usually prolong than necessary 
3) Recurring fever
4) Rash
5) Tiredness
6) Headache
7) Enlarged node in the neck
8) Diarrhea, pneumonia
9) Weigh loss
10) Swollen lymph nodes
11) Shortness of breath
12) Unusual blemish on the tongue
13)  Memory loss
It should be noted that each of this sign could as well be associated with other illness and diseases. Therefore, anybody that has one of these symptoms cannot conclude that he or she has contacted HIV/AIDS. Rather he or she should go for a medical test which is the standard way for knowing one’s status.
EFFECTS OF HIV/AIDS 
i) HIV/AIDS as led to the collapsed of many marriages and family
ii) HIV/AIDS ravaged families become dropout and social burden. (Prostitution, Arm robber, drug addict etc)
iii) There is increased number of dependants.
Increase in poverty level due to inability of infected persons to work.
PREVENTION OF HIV/AIDS
In Nigeria various agencies and media house have made campaign against HIV/AIDS. Among these organisations are the National Action Committee on AIDS (NACA), society for family Health (SFH) and a whole lots of non-governmental organisation. 
Among their activities is the prevention of HIV/AIDS and the following are some of the ways of preventing HIV/AIDS:
1) Abstinence: This means total avoidance of unprotected sex especially outside marriage. Abstaining from sex is the only 100% guaranteed way of preventing HIV/AIDS
2) Avoid the use of sharp piercing object of which HIV status we don’t know.
3) Blood should be properly tested in the medical laboratory before any transfusion is carried out.
4) Gloves and other protective should be worn or used during contact with blood, urine, faeces, semen, vaginal fluid and even wounds or cut on the body. 
5) Mass education and enlightenment should be carried out by government. NGO as well as private individuals on HIV/AIDS
6) Use of condom “if you cannot hold body, use condom”.
STIGMATIZATION OF PEOPLE LIVING WITH HIV/AIDS (PLWHA)
PLWHA is the acronym for people living with HIV/AIDS. Social stigma refers to the negative reaction including shame, disgrace and discrimination that accompany HIV/AIDS patients and PLWHA.
Stigmatization is the process by which people living with HIV/AIDS are categorised, labelled and branded as outcast or unworthy members of the society. It is an act or practice of treating somebody with disdain and ridicule that the person feels unimportant and sad. Thus, the social stigma constitutes more pain and even kill people with HIV/AIDS faster than the virus itself.
However, this act is borne out of the ignorance of people about HIV/AIDS. This is the reason some of the acts of stigmatization are laughable. The acts of stigmatization are as follows:
i) Refusal to sleep on the same bed with PLWHA
ii) Refusal to eat with PLWHA in the same plate
iii) Refusal to share spoon and other cutleries
iv) Refusal shake hands with PLWHA
v) Refusal to wear clothes earlier worn by PLWHA and other personal effect
YOUTHEMPOWERMENT
Youth empowerment can be defined as the actor process of making the youth, self-sufficient by equipping them with life changing vocational skill using right set of knowledge and skills to enable them. Youths earn a living as well as make informal decisions for all their present and future. 
it refers to the attitudinal, structural and cultural process whereby young people gain the ability, authority and agency to make decisions as well as implement changes in their likes and the likes of other people. 
Youth empowerment is required for self-reliance, sufficiency and self-employment. Through it, people are able and capable of participating in and contributing to the advancement of democracy as well as the development of the nation at large.
At this stage of senior secondary education, we must work towards the realization of our dream, future profession and discipline, for instance, a person who wants to become a medical doctor should select a successful doctor role model, start reading books and magazine that enlightens on the medical profession as well as start thinking, behaving and working hard like a doctor. Apart from academic learning, we can also acquire technical skills to enable us to solve practical problems that may arise in the course of our everyday life. Some of these include GSM repairs, motor mechanic, plumbing, furniture making, tailoring etc. for this, youth empowerment skill include the following: 
I. INTELLECTUAL SKILLS: 
These are skills that are acquired through academic learning. It includes the development. We discover intellectual skills by undergoing formal training in schools and other places of formal learning. For instance, we can start learning how to impact knowledge (becoming a teacher by beginning with our class, school/mates) taking them tutorial or explaining things to them. We can also assist younger ones with their school assignment to develop one’s intellectual skills. However, an individual must be studious so as to be well versed in his /her chosen area of discipline.
II.  COMMUNICATION SKILLS:  
These are skills that relates to one’s ability to pass information across or express and idea to two or more people. Communication skills enable us to express ourselves in clear and understandable terms whether verbal or visual. Possession of this skill will assist students in careers such as broadcasting, marketing law, journalism and entertainment Master of ceremony, musicians, comedian, actor etc.
communication skills can be acquired by taking up active membership roles in clubs and that relates to press, literacy and debating etc. to communicate the skills can also be developed by participating actively in class by way of asking questions providing answer to questions asked and many relevant contribution all of which helps to develop one’s confidence.
III. ARTISTIC SKILLS: 
These are skills that have to do with talent and creativity i.e the ability to produce and manufacture tangible or intangible things out of our environment or given situation we find ourselves. Artistic skills can also be developed in music and art classes/ clubs, talent hunt, art exhibition etc. it helps us in our life either by enhancing our profession/ career or as hubby.
IV. SPORTING SKILLS:
These are skills that are related to sporting activities like playing football, swimming, athletics, volleyball, combat sport, (Karate, judo, Taekwondo, wrestling etc) Sporting skills sharpen our intellect and helps us realise better our existence as humans. They also enhance our other skills. For example, the game of football has been confirmed related to logical reasoning and team spirit. Swimming and the combat sports are also related to survival in hard times and defence against enemy attack. 
Apart from the above-mentioned skills, the youths of today are being encouraged to acquire skills that relate to agriculture (Agro-allied activities they include fish rearing (fisheries) snail rearing (snailery), bird rearing (poultry) as well as crop production among others. It is believed that this could contribute to solving the problem of unemployment, poverty and also contribute to global food supply while empowering the youth.
BENEFIT OF SKILLS
· Skills help us to develop our potential and talent.
· It also enhances our source of income
· Skills prepare us to face life challenges.
· It also in store in us a sense of responsibility
· It makes us adventurous and capable of combining many things at the same time.
It earns up recognition, fame and connects us to other people. To become popular, people come to recognise you.
CITIZENSHIP
A citizen can be defined as a nation or naturalised member of any given state. It refers to anybody whose indigeneship or origin can be traced to a particular country. Citizenship is therefore regarded as the act of being recognised as a bonafiled member of a nation fully complemented by rights, duties and obligation. Citizens possess full political and civic right. They own their loyalty to the government of that state and are also entitled to security and protection by their state.
Unlike a citizen, an alien stays temporarily in a state and does not enjoy full constitutional right. In the case of Nigeria, a citizen is a person either oft whose parents or grandparents or both are Nigerians. A Nigerian citizen can be anybody who has been officially conferred the status of citizenship by the government of Nigeria.
MODE OF ACQUIRING CITIZENSHIP
The mode of acquiring citizenship varies from one country to another. Some of this includes: 
· BIRTH: 
This is the commonest and most natural means of becoming a citizen of another country. Citizenship by birth implies that regardless of where one’s birth takes place, he or she is automatically a citizen of the country where his or her parents originates. In some country e.g America, anybody born on their soil is conferred a citizen.
· CITIZENSHIP BY MARRIAGE / REGISTRATION:
 This arises when a woman marries a male citizen of another country. The conditions for citizenship by marriage include that the woman in question is of good behaviour and that the marriage is duly registered under the man’s country. The woman in question must also be domicile (resident) in her husband’s country.
· CITIZENSHIP BY NATURALISATION:
 This arises when a foreigner in a country decide to become a full constitutional member of that country. An alien applied to be naturalised into Nigeria according to section 27: 1of the 1999 constitution of the Federal Republic of Nigeria, must meet the following condition
i. He must have attained the full age (18) and capacity
ii. He has shown a clear intention of his desire to be domiciled in Nigeria
iii. He must have residence in Nigeria for a minimum of 15 years or 
iv. He must have been adjudged to be of good character
v. The Governor of the state accept that the local community in which the alien wish to live are ready to accept him/her and has been assimilated into the way of life of that community.
vi. Such a person must be willing to contribute fully to the advancement of the Nigerian state. 
vii. He has taken the Oath of Allegiance prescribed in the Seventh schedule of the Nigerian constitution.
The above condition among others are necessary for an alien to be naturalised into a Nigeria, once this condition are met, a naturalized person becomes fully to participate in the Nigerian life. 
· CITIZEN BY HONOUR:
 This is usually given as a sign of recognition or respect for the various contribution made to humanity by persons who have distinguished themselves in various areas of endeavour government of the country can confer her citizenship on political figures, states men, sport icon etc. as a mark of honour for the achievement and contribution to the global community. Example includes a Nigerian Basketball player Hakeem Olajuwon who was honoured in recognition of his contribution to the game of basketball. Also, the South African singer, Mariam Keba who was an honorary citizenship of different countries of Guinea, Tanzania and Liberia.
DENIAL OF CITIZENSHIP
Citizens can be denied their citizenship in the event of the following:
1: In the event that one rejects one country and take up a citizenship of another country
2: When the individual refuses to acknowledge and pay due allegiance to the country.
3: In case of betrayal and spy, the person automatically loses his citizenship
When the interest, image and sovereignty of the country is undermined.
FUNDAMENTAL HUMAN RIGHT
Fundamental human right can be defined as a basic irreducible privileges or legal entitlements of the citizens of any given state. They are undeniable rights because they are part of what makes our existence as human and once fundamental human rights are denied us, we cease to realise our full expression as humans. Therefore, constitutional provisions are usually made to protect and safeguard fundamental human rights.
To achieve this, fundamental human rights are usually entrenched in the national constitution of most countries of the world. The history of fundamental human rights can be traced to the universal declaration of human right in 1948. Fundamental Human rights is divided into different group. These are:
Economic Right
Civic Right
 
Some of these human rights include: 
a) RIGHT TO LIFE: 
This means that every human being has the right to live a normal moderate and morally upright life, so far as it is within the confines of the law. Right to life can however be denied when a person is convicted of serious crime (e.g murder) and such a person is sentenced to death.
b) RIGHT TO THE DIGNITY OF HUMAN PERSON: 
By this right, it is meant that every person is entitled to enjoying the dignity of being human i.e he has the right not to be subjected to torture or degrading feelings, slavery or forced labour. The right also implies that humans are not to be subjected to unlawful detention.
c) RIGHT TO FAIR HEARING: 
By this, every human being is entitled to justice and has the right to be heard or redress in a law court
d) RIGHT TO FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION:
This implies that every individual or citizen in a state is entitled to freely or her own ideas or share information with the public either by verbal, visual or written means in as much as the expression do not violate the interest, integrity or dignity of other persons or groups. The right to freedom of expression is however limited by the laws of libel, slander and sedition.
e) RIGHT TO FREEDOM OF MOVEMENT:
 By this citizen are entitled to embark on free but lawful movement within the geographical territory of their country. They can also move outside their national boundaries once they fulfil the legal requirement to do so. The right to freedom of movement can also be restricted under certain circumstances. These include when dusk to dawn curfew is declared or whenever state of emergency is declared in an area.
f) RIGHT TO FREEDOM OF RELIGION:
This means that persons are at a liberty to subscribe membership to or affiliate with any religion of their choice, so far as such religion of their choice so far as such religion does not constitute nuisance to humanity nor against any law of the land.
WAYS OF SAFEGUARDING FUNDAMENTAL HUMAN RIGHTS
i. There should be an independent and impartial judiciary to which citizens can run or seek redress whenever their rights are violated.
ii. A good democratic system promotes and protects fundamental human rights more than another regime.
iii. Fundamental human right is clearly and explicitly entrenched in the constitution of the nation.
iv. There should be the existence of a fearless and non- partial press.
v. Religions, ethnic, racial and economic prejudice should be avoided in order to promote fundamental human rights.
Citizens should also be educated, enlightened so that they can utilize and enjoy their fundamental human rights.
GOVERNMENT
Government is defined as the body institution or agency that carries out the administrative process or activities of the state. It refers to the machinery that carries out the day-to-day activities of the state. As an institution of the state, government comprise of three major arms also known as organs of government.
1. LEGISLATURE: 
This is the organ of government that is charged with law making or enactment of law. The legislature is also called parliament or congress in some countries, and it is made up of candidates elected from among the people in order to represent them in government. The legislative arm of government includes Local government council, state house of assembly and the National assembly (Senate and the house of representative (Rep)) at the federal level. Nigerian federal legislature is regarded as Bi-cameral because it has two houses- an upper house (senate) and the lower house (House of Representative). The legislature therefore refers to the lawmaking institution and all the officials that operate them.
2. EXECUTIVE:
This refers to the arm of government that enforces law. They carry out the business of government and make sure the policies, programmes and projects are well implemented. In democracy, key persons that run the Executive arm are either elected or appointed. At times, the executive may also perform administrative, legislative and judicial functions, depending on the circumstance at hand. The president and his federal executive council, state governors and their commissioners, the civil service, police and other law enforcement agency etc are all part of the executives arm of government.
3. JUDICIARY:
This is the organ of government that is in charge of law interpretation and adjudication of disputes. It comprise of the justice system of any part of the country including the law court, judges of the bench, lawyers of the bar, magistrate, police and prison service etc. members of the judiciary are usually unlike what is obtainable in the two other organs of government.

                       INDEPENDENCE OF THE JUDICIARY
By this it is suggested that the judicial arm of government must be an independence (free) organ rather than an appendage of the executive. It also means that, the judiciary in any democracy must be devoid of undue influence or interference from the other arms of government especially the executive. This way the judiciary can live up to its mandate as the last hope of the common man by defending justice without fear or favour. The following strategies can be adopted in order to achieve the independence of the judiciary:
I) SECURITY OF TENURE:
by this we mean that judges should be appointed for a fixes term or number of years within which the incumbent (judge) would be protected by law, from undue victimization and threat to his incumbency while dispensing his office.
II) APPOINTMENT OF JUDGES SHOULD NOT BE INFLUENCED: 
The appointment of judges should not in any way be influenced by the president or executive arm of government. Rather independent body such as the judicial service commission should be given the power to appoint judges.
III) NON-ALLEGIANCE TO THE EXECUTIVE: 
By this we mean that the judiciary should be detached fro the executive, protect her integrity and avoid unnecessary interference by or consultations with executive arm of government.
IV) IMMUNITY FROM PROSECUTION OR JUDICIAL IMMUNITY:
 This demands that judges will be shielded from unpalatable consequences or punishment due to a judgement previously delivered by them. This can also mean(s) that judges cannot be prosecuted on account of their official capacity.
V) COMFORTABLE REMUNERATION:
 This means that the salary of judges should be robust enough to prevent them from becoming corrupt or engaged in bribery. In addition to this, the salary of judges should be charged from a consolidated fund and not a fund under the control of the executive.
NATIONALISM
This refers to the feeling or consciousness by a people of their nationhood. It’s the awareness that people have about their common history, interests, goals and the belief that they belong to one nation, hence, they must free themselves from every form of socio-economic and political domination by other nation. Nigeria nationalism can therefore be defined as the nation and their desires as well as struggle to free them from the European. It was this feeling that led to the struggle and fight for self government or independence by Nigeria nationalist including Dr. Nnamdi Azikwe, Chief Obafemi Awolowo, Anthony Enahoro, Alhaji Tafawa Balewa, Dr. Herbert Macauley among others. Early nationalism began as a reaction of traditional rulers who felt that their authority and power were been reduced and questioned by the British colonial administrations. This early nationalism ( also called proto- nationalism was championed by such traditional rulers as Oba Kosoko of Lagos, Queen Aminat of Zaria, Jaja of Opobo, Nana of Itskekiri, Proto- nationalism later matured into the fight for the total eradication of colonialism which took the form of attack on British colonial authority and their policies, riots, demonstrations, organised disobedience and writing of petitions etc. 
FACTOR THAT LED TO THE RISE AND FALL OF NATIONALISM

                                                                 INTERNAL FACTORS:
 These are those factors that arise within the context of what later came to be known as the Nigeria nation and gave birth to as well as foster nationalist struggle. These include:
i) DISCRIMINATION IN THE CIVIL SERVICE:
 African that had the same educational qualification with the Europeans were discriminated in the civil service and offered inferior position which led to lower enumeration. This was the beginning of nationalist feelings among the education.
ii) ACTIVITIES OF MUTI-NATIONAL COMPANIES:
 The Nigerian economy was been dominated and exploited by multi-national companies like UAC, John Holts ventures, Patterson zonelions (PZ) etc. all of which where owned and operated by the indigenous people especially the educated elites 
iii) NIGERIA WAS NOT ALLOWED FULL PARTICIPATION IN THE RUNNING OF THEIR GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS: 
For instance only a few blacks were nominated into the legislative council. The nationalist saw this as grass discrimination and sheer injustice, hence the need to fight (nationalism) arose 
iv) THE AFRICANS TREATMENT AS INFERIOR: The African (black) culture and tradition were also seen and treated as inferior by the white man. For instance, separate residences, in Nigeria, that this shouldn’t be at least not in their own land.
v) FORMATION OF POLITICAL PARTIES: 
This was another internal factor that contribute to the growth of Nigeria nationalism, for instance, Herbert Macauley, established Nigerian National Democratic Party (NNDP) in 1893, Sir Ahmadu Bello for the Northern People Congress (NPC) in 1951, while Chief Obafemi Awolowo also established the Action Group (AG). these political parties helps to sensitize educate and empower the people with knowledge and strategies to fight European domination
vi) SOCIAL MEDIA OWNED BY THE NATIONALIST:
The nationalist also establish and publish news paper, television station which helps to spread information about the civil of European colony and the need to end it.
 				EXTERNAL FACTOR:
 
This refers to factors which emerged from outside the shores of Nigeria/Africa and contributed to as well as promoted national struggle in Nigeria. These include
1) THE ANTI-COLONIALIST POSTURE OF THE UN: The attitudes of the anti-colonialists of the united Nation encouraged the nationalist in their fight and struggle for independence.  
2) ACTIVITIES OF WEST AFRICAN STUDENTS UNION (WASU):
 The West African students union (WASU) is an association of African students in diasporas (abroad) notably in London, which contributed to the fight against colonialism. It produced scholars such as Marcus Garvey, Walter Rodney, W.E.B du Bois, Dr. Nnamdi Azikwe etc. all of whom saw the condition in Europe, compared with what they have back at home in Africa and concluded that colonialism was evil. Hence, the need to fight it 
3) EFFECTS WORLD WAR: 
By the 2nd world war, Britain conscripted Nigerians into their army but on getting to the war front, the blacks discovered that the white were in no way superior to them physically or mentally. The black soldier performed far more gallantly than their white counter-parts. By the time they returned home, they had the new mentality and self esteem by which they also enlightened other blacks on the need to join forces and resist European domination.
4) INFLUENCE OF AFRICAN SCHOLARS: 
Scholar soon began to emerge from within Africa. These included, Marcus Garvey, Julius Nyerere of Tanzania”. These scholars published literatures on the African condition and the evil of European colonialism as well as the need to attain liberation. These literatures also helped to empower the people with knowledge for future nationalism.
5) INDIA’S INDEPENDENCE OF 1947: 
This was another external factor that encouraged nationalism in most Africa countries, that if India can make it, African countries can make it too.
6) THE ATLANTIC CHARTER: 
The Atlantic charter which declare that all the people under colonial rule have the right to self government. This was another external factor that promoted nationalism in Nigeria.
 			EFFECTS OF NATIONALISM
1. Nationalism led to the attainment of independence of Nigeria in 1960
2. Nationalism promoted the spread of western education i.e the nationalists demanded that more schools be established which  led to the establishment of Schools such as Yaba College of Technology and what is now know as the university of Ibadan.
3. It led to the formation and development of political parties
4. It resulted in better placement and condition of service for Nigerians in the civil service
5. Nationalism destroyed the myth of superiority of the white man
6. It also led to outstanding growth in political consciousness and national interest
Nationalism resulted in various constitutional developments and eventually Nigeria’s independence as noted earlier.
i) SOME AFRICAN NATIONALISTS
In Nigeria and Africa in general there were different individuals and groups who contributed immensely to the growth of nationalism. They played prominent role in the struggle towards their country’s independency. The following nationalist include Chief Obafemi Awolowo, Dr. Nnamdi Azikiwe, Sir Ahmadu Bello, Dr. Herbert Macauley,Sir Tafawa Balewa, Kwame Nkrumah of Ghana, Julius Nyerere of Tanzania e.t.c
1. Chief Obafemi Awolowo: He was born in Ikenne Ogun State on March 6. 1909. He obtained his elementary education in missionary schools in Ikenne Abeokuta  and obtained a Bachelor of commerce degree from the University of London through correspondence course in 1944. He co-founded Egbe omo Oduduwa. In 1950, he began his nationalist struggle when he founded the Action Group (AG) and established the Newspaper called the Nigeria Tribune. He became the first priemier of the western region in 1954 and the leader of the opposition government in 1959.Awolowo was the first person to introduce free education in Nigeria. He is regarded as “the best president Nigeria never had” by the the late Chief Odumegwu Ojukwu before his death. He died on the 9th May, 1987.
2. Sir Ahmadu Bello: He was born on the 12th of June 1909 at Rabbah near Sokoto. He was a great grandson of Uthman Dan Fodio, the Fulani religious leader who founded the Sokoto Caliphate. Ahmadu Bello was instrumental to the formation of the  Jaimiyar Mutane Arewa (J.M.A) a cultural association made up of educated Northerners in Zaria in October 1948. A group which was later known as the Northern People Congress (NPC) in 1951. He became the first premier of the Northern Nigeria 1954. His personality and influence saw to the establishment of Ahmadu Bello University of Zaria. He was a mentor to Sir Tafawa Balewa who was the Prime Minister of the first Republic. He was killed in the military coup of the first of 15th January 1966.
3. Dr. Herbert Samuel Macauley: He was a nationalist, politician and Engineer. He was regarded as the as the father of Nigerian nationalism. Born in Lagon on 14th of November 1864.he was the grandson of the famous Bishop Samuel Ajayi Crowther. He was educated at the Christian missionary and later went to England to study civil Engineering. He was a strong opponent of British rule in Nigeria and he embarked on nationalist effort to ensure an end to colonial rule. He founded Nigeria National Democratic Party (NNDP) in 1923, the first political party in Nigeria. He co-founded National Council of Nigeria and the Cameroun with Dr. Nnamdi Azikwe in 1944. He died on May 7 1946 after a brief illness.
4. Dr. Nnmadi Azikiwe: He was born in 1904 at Zungeru in Northern Nigeria. After his early education in Lagos he proceeded to united state of America for his first and second degree and returned to Ghana where he started a career in journalism. He    returned to Nigeria and established the Africa Pilot Newspaper. After the collapse of the \Nigerian youth movement (NYM) he with some other nationalists formed the National Council of Nigeria and Cameroun (NCNC) and later became the President of that party following the death of Herbert Macauley. He was the first premier of the eastern Region in 1954. He was elected as the president of the Senate in January 1960 and became the governor-general of Nigerian 16th November 1960 and President of Nigeria on 1st January 1963. Dr. Nnamdi Azikiwe was known for his politics of compromise and crash as he was instrumental in forming coalition government in the first Republic. He died on the 11th may 1996.
5. Nkwame Nkrumah: He was the first African statesman to achieve world recognition. He was born in 1909 and became the president of the New Republic of Ghana in 1960. He campaigned ceaselessly for African to have a role and to determine their own destiny. He urged Africa to shed their colonial yoke and greet their freedom. He earned four degrees in ten years although he was shy, disorganised but ambitious and persistent. This remarkable life story which touched many of the issues facing modern Africa will open a window of understanding for the general leader as well as for graduate and undergraduate classes.
Groups: 
1. National Congress of British West African (NCBWA) was formed in 1919 in GoldCoast (Ghana) and it dominated by intellectuals led by Carebly Hayford a lawyer. Their main aim was to unite the four British West \African countries of the Gold Coast, Nigeria, Sierra Leone and Gambia in their demand for independence.
2. Gold Coast Abongines Rights protection society was formed under the leadership of John Mensah Jaribah to fight against the law which converted all land in the Gold Coast into crown land. He later becomes the spoke man for the Natural leaders. Notable leaders are J.P Brown and Jacob Sey.
3. The West African Students Union (WASU) formed in London in 1925 under the leadership if Chief Ladipo Solanke. It became a rally point for militant nationalist in and around London.

LOCAL AND WORLD CIVIC PROBLEMS.
There are certain problems or challenges that come in different forms as people live together and as government manages the affairs of a state. Civic problem refer to occurrence and events that have adverse effects and consequences on the citizens of a particular state. It can be caused by natural, social environmental or economic factors but the criteria (index) standard for defining them as civic problem is when a substantial proportion or people in an area are affected by way of loss of lives and properties injury or displacement while local civic problems connotes those problems that only affect people within a given state or national boundary, world civic problems cut across national boundaries of two or more nations. These problems may be local or international for instance some problems are: 
1. Political riots and violence which are product of none acceptance of election results. Eg Western Region in the first Republic which lead to the military coup of January 1966. Post election violence in some states in the northern part of Nigeria after the 2011 election. 
2. The Nigeria civil war which is an attempt of the Eastern Region in the first Republic to secede and form Biafra state between 1967 and 1970.
3. Militancy in the Niger Delta which constitute threat to the Nigerian oil business and economy as a whole.
4. The Issue of Boko Haram insurgency that plague the North Eastern part of Nigeria
5. Robbery, riots, HIV/AIDS, Ebola,etc.
World civic problems are therefore of global or international dimensions. In modern times, civic problems assume socio-political and economic rather than national dimension. However, national problems such as land disputes, Resource control, natural disaster like: earthquakes, tsunamis, flood, drought, famine etc, Economic crisis, political conflicts, Ethno-religious conflicts and global terrorism.. could also have social consequences or result in problems of socio political and economic nature.
These are some global civic problems: 
1. Global warming and deterioration of the Ozone layers which has made it difficult for Agricultural production due to inaccuracy in weather prediction.
2. Global economic meltdown that has reduced the chances of Nigeria young graduates in getting jobs. Since most companies are going through financial crisis which led to a reduction in work force.
Individuals, government and the international community through our agencies have played various roles in managing local /world civic problems. Some of these include: 
ii) The Nigerian Government has variously donated food items to the Republic of Niger when the country experienced drought and famine.
iii) The international community also intervened by condemning and criticising the Nigerian military government led by Gen. Alh Babangida during his arbiturary rule and annulment. For instance, FIFA and CAF sanctioned Nigeria from participating in her sporting events at that time.
iv) The international court of justice also helped  in settling between Nigeria and Cameroun over the Bakassi Penisula though the ruling was in favour of Cameroun
v) The National industrial court (NIC) organised civil societies and labour unions helped in managing the fuel subsidy crises in Nigeria and the violence due to it by mediating with the government and the masses earlier this year. 
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
