LESSON ONE
MEANING OF CRIME AND EXAMPLE
Crime is an unlawful act punishable by a state. The most popular view is that crime is a category created by law.
Crime is an act harmful not only to some individual or individuals but also to a community, society or the state. Such acts are forbidden and punishable by law, such as murder, rape and theft are to be prohibited exists worldwide.
THE CAUSES OF COMMON CRIME
1. Lack of faith
Not believing enough in the power of one’s internal weapons. Such encourage tolerance, understanding, honesty, integrity and self-discipline
2. Poor Judgment
Lack of proper education and great role-model cause many to fail ti distinguish right from wrong. In most cases offenders don’t think they are doing something wrong. It seems right from their point of view.
3. Poverty
Poverty is often blamed for leading to crime, however, underneath is something more vital. Some people hide under the cover of poverty to commit crime. A responsible person should be ready to engage in any menial job to earn a living, they stay idle and remain poor.
4. Erratic or hash discipline
Lack of parental control, supervision and nomination. Parental conflict, family dysfunction or breakdown, criminal, anti-social and or alcoholic parents
5. Breakdown of social values and ethics
When people are no longer respect their family names and no value for decent behaviour
6. Unemployment
Unemployment is a social problem. People should engage in vocation and learn skills that will turn people to self-employed individuals instead of chasing after non-existent or limited white collar jobs
7. Uneven  distribution of State resources
When the resources of a country is unevenly distributed those that are at disadvantaged positions will feel cheated and oppressed. In the absence of equity and fairness, youths nowadays perceive or see crimes as a means of redistributing the wealth of the nation, e.g. militancy in the Niger Delta where the Ijaw Youths have been protesting the exploitation of crude oil from their land without any form of compensation
WAYS OF PREVENTING CRIME IN OUR NATION 
1. Crime can be adequately prevented through – legal education, citizens should have adequate knowledge of the law. Every citizen of Nigeria is encouraged to have a copy of the Nigerian Constitution.
2. Children should be adequately trained by the family
3. Counseling of the peer in a constructive manner to desist from criminal acts or tendencies
4. Youths should be encouraged to participate in vigilante services. There should be adequate motivation in terms of remuneration and necessary tools to perform their duties.
EFFECTS OF COMMON CRIME
(1) Society loses when investing in new jails rather than paying employees higher wages. A study has proven that society pays over twice the average household income for one inmate’s incarceration. This means that instead of the money being invested in prevention through higher wages or better education, tax payers pay more to keep criminals safe and well fed.
(2) Insecurity of life and property 
(3) Lack of social amenities such as good roads, pipe-borne water, constant electricity supply, affordable health facilities, qualitative education.
(4) Criminals constitute nuisance to themselves and to the society.
(5) Crime affects economic productivity when victims miss work, but communities also are affected through loss of tourism and retail sales
LESSON TWO
RAPE
MEANING AND ATTRIBUTES OF RATE
Rape is a sexual abuse which is started by one or more persons against another person without that person’s consent.
It is usually carried out by force (Physical power) abuse of authority or against a person who is not capable of giving real consent either on account of age or inability to resist.
CAUSES OF DIMENSIONS OR RAPE
The main causes of rape are indiscipline and lack of respect especially for the female gender on the part of the person or people that started the act. Rape is immoral and it is dangerous and has become widespread in our society.
CONSEQUENCES (EFFECTS) OF RAPE
Effects of rape on the victim and society
The consequences of rape on the woman or man can be classified either as physically, or psychological. Among the physical effects are unwanted pregnancies, diseases or health problems and certain disruptions on the woman’s natural body functions. On the other hand, psychological effects range from self-pity to the more striking attempt to commit suicide.
Effects of rape on the Community 
In developed countries, people there would encourage the victims to recover from the trauma. In less-developed countries like Nigeria, rape victims are neglected, the victim could be blamed and sometimes ridiculed. This is why many rape cases are not reported.
A particular rape victims committed suicide by swallowing a poisonous  substance known as sniper and she discovered while groaning in pains and rushed to Hospital. The victim was discovered through the note she dropped before taxing the poisonous substance. A source said.
Features/Attribute of Rape
1. It is usually carried out by force (Physical Power)
2. Abuse of authority or against a person who is not capable of giving real consent either on account of age or inability to resist.
3. It is always sudden attack when it is least expected
Causes of Rape
1. Indiscipline – inability to control self
2. Lack of respect for the female gender on the part of the person or people that started the act.
3. Covetousness

1. Unwanted Pregnancies
2. Diseases or health Problem
3. Psychological effects of self-pity to the more striking attempt to commit suicide.
LESSON THREE
IMMORAL BEHAVIOUR
Some of the immoral behaviors or moral decadence exhibited by our youths in their various institution of learning are these:
Cultism, drug abuse, indecent dressing, examination malpractices, truancy, teenage pregnancy, student prostitution, sexual harassment etc.
CULTISM
Cultism means the practice of cult activities in secret which is also known as secret cult. Orukpe (1988) defined secret cult as a group of people who share and propagate peculiar secret beliefs which is divulge only to members In addition their initiation procedures often involves secret rituals like swearing by deity, human blood and other procedures which send shivers down the spines of most people. The origin of secret cult could be traced back in 1953 in Nigeria tertiary institution- University college, Ibadan now known as university of Ibadan(UI). It was formed by Nigeria's only Nobel laureate, Prof. Wole Soyinka. Their main objectives include
1. To abolish conventions.
1. To revive the age chivalry.
1. To end tribalism and elitism.
Their ideas were both patriotic and altruistic as it was not imagined as a secret cult. According to Nwadike (2003) there are about 45 secret cults in Nigeria institutions of learning, and all are equipped with an elaborate hierarchy, insignia and distinct attire. Cultism in Nigeria has now taken a new dimension, their notorious trademarks comprises of crude and homemade guns, daggers, machetes, and sickles. They use these instruments to deal with anybody that dares to cross their part. 

Some of the most notable of these secret cults group include:
Sea Dogs, Black Axe, Aiye, Vickings, Daughters of Jezebel, Amazons, White Angels, Black Brassiers, Buccaneers, Morphite.etc
Reasons why people join cult groups
1. To gain recognition and popularity among peers.
1. Lack of proper upbringing by their parents.
1. Bad association or friends.
1. Poverty.
1. Fear of the Unknown
1. Broken Home Etc.
Consequences of Cultism
1. It leads to expulsion of the students.
1. It leads to outburst of violence in schools which leaves many students wounded, maimed or killed as the case may be
1. Relationship with students, loved ones, parents become bitter, unfriendly of soiled
1. Leads to armed robbery.
1. Lack of focus in all spheres of life
1. Relationship with God becomes soiled. etc
Some of the workable solutions are as follows:
1. Students should have detailed knowledge of the word of God and its Application.
2 The youth should be properly counseled on peer group relationship
3 Any act of intimidation by cultist should be reported to school authority/school security
4. Proper moral upbringing of children and wards by parent should be paramount
5. There should be improved facilities and living conditions in schools
6. Youth should involve in aggressive campaign against cultism
7. Students should be engaged in extra-curricular activities which would help to keep them busy and makes them become useful.
8. Youth should develop moral courage to say NO when such offer comes

LESSON FOUR
INDECENT DRESSING
Indecent dressing is an act of dressing contrarily or indecently to a normal dressing code In Nigerian perspective, every culture has its dress code. Though the dress code might vary from one culture to another but each culture has a standard and acceptable dress code So any deviation from such dress code could be term as indecent dressing. Institutions of learning of today have now been beclouded with indecent dressing, where males wear slim fit trousers, sagging trousers, body hug shirts and slim-fit shirts, while the female students go bare by displaying their navels and boobs, making tight their school uniforms to displays their cleavages, and miniskirts that barely cover their bottom. It appears now to be fashionable; one has to become half nude, dressed in sleeveless/see-through tops without bra. These are not acceptable in a morally upright institution and society at large

Factors responsible for improper dressing
1. Bad association or friends.
1. Wrong use of internet.
1. Wanting to be recognized and be popular
1. To seduce the opposite sex either in school or outside the school.
1. Lack of basic knowledge on dress code.
Consequences of Improper Dressings
1. Fall a victim of sexual harassment.
1. Lack of concentration in their studies.
1. Might lead the person to steal.
1. Develop the habit of telling lies.
1. Have soiled relationship with God because our body is the temple of God.

Some of the workable solutions are as follows:
1. Youth should be contented with what they have.
2 Youth should be involved in campaign against indecent dressing.
3. Report to the school authority in case of any one that tries to lure you into such act.
4. Parent/teachers/ and significant others should be a very good role model.
5. Dress code should be strictly adhered to in institutions of learning.

LESSON FIVE
DISCIPLINE
Discipline means the observance of certain well defined rules. Without rules and regulation, it is not possible to maintain orderliness and humanness. Such rules and regulation contribute to the glory of human existence.

Features/ Attribute Of Discipline

0. Moderation:- A disciplined person is a moderate person. A modest person would behave so as to avoid encouraging the sexual attention of others
0. Dedication:- This is an act of showing absolute commitment to what one is doing. He/She is highly committed to whatever task given to him/her.  He/She handles every activity with tolerance.
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
